History of the Fellowship 

 
►Since 1993, the University of Wisconsin –
Madison fellowship has trained more than 
30 MD and PhD post-doctoral fellows. 
 
►The University of Wisconsin Primary Care 
Research Fellowship provides research 
training to 6 individuals annually for careers 
in medical research on the organization, 
delivery, and effectiveness of primary health 
care, community health and population 
health. 
 
►The fellowship is open to any individual 
with a doctoral degree; however, the 
majority of fellows are residency-trained 
physicians. 
 
►Entering fellows must commit to two 
years of advanced research training. 
 
►Past fellows have focused their research 
on tobacco cessation, childhood asthma, 
alcohol and drug addiction, osteoarthritis, 
childhood obesity, exercise-related injuries, 
women’s health, and diet and exercise for 
Native American children. 
 
 
 

Fellowship Experiences 
 

Fellows conduct research studies, publish papers, 
attend weekly seminars, and prepare competitive 
grant proposals during their fellowship years.  
Fellows are encouraged to take coursework in, or 
obtain a masters degree in Population Health or 
Public Health.  Grant funds cover tuition and fees.

Dr. Bruce Barrett is a tenured Associate 
Professor in the Department of Family 
Medicine with joint appointments in 
Population Health and Anthropology.   
 
Dr. Barrett is also a former fellow of the UW 
SMPH Primary Care Research Fellowship.  
He has authored more than 30 articles in 
peer reviewed journals.  Dr. Barrett was a 
Robert Wood Johnson Foundation 
Generalist Physician Faculty Scholar, with 
efforts aimed at assessing clinical 
significance.   
 
He led the development and validation of 
the Wisconsin Upper Respiratory Symptom 
Survey, an illness-specific quality-of-life 
outcome measure.   
 
Most recently he directed an NIH-funded 
randomized trial testing echinacea, doctor 
patient interaction, and placebo effects 
among people with acute upper respiratory 
infection.
